Sanitation Ladder Steps 

*The most detailed steps on the sanitation ladder are:

1. 
Defecation in the compound by young children.

2.
Defecation in the open - indiscriminately

3.
A designated place in the open for defecation (not an acceptable 
option unless in emergency setting)

4.
Cat’s method (in a small hole and covered with earth)

5.
A traditional pit latrine or basic eco-san solution (This option meets the Millennium Development Goal criteria for feces disposal.)
6. 
An improved pit latrine (generally means improved slab) or eco-san solution 

7. 
An improved pit latrine with ventilation

8. 
Flush toilet with on-site disposal

9. 
Flush toilet with sewerage and wastewater treatment
